+  Use statements/quotes to promote discussion - from books - either recaps prior learning or hooks children in to discussion - links to the
Big Question from assembly

The focus in primary schools should be on teaching the fundamental building blocks and characteristics of positive relationships, h
with particular reference to friendships, family relationships and relationships with other children and with adults.

Relationships (including different types and in different settings)

Risk (identification, assessment and how to manage risk rather than simply the avoidance of risk for self and others) and safety (including behaviour
and strategies to employ in different settings)

Diversity and equality (in all its forms)

Power (how it is used and encountered in a variety of contexts including persuasion, bullying, negotiation and ‘win-win 'outcomes)
